


WHEREAS, The virus that causes COVID-19 is easily transmitted through person to: person
contact, especially in group settings, and it is essential that the spread of the virus be ‘slowed to
protect the ability of public and private health care providers to handle the influx of new patients
and safeguard public health and safety. Because of the risk of the rapid spread of the virus, and the
need to protect the most vulnerable members of the community, this Resolutlon requires all -
individuals anywhere i in Hunt County to shelter in place — that is, stay at home — except where
necessary to provide or obtain Essential Services (as defined in Paragraph 3 hereinbelow)
minimize social gatherings and minimize in-person contact with people who are not in the same
- household. This Order takes effect immediately and will continue through-11:59 p.iii. on April 30,
2020, under the terms and conditions more particularly set forth below and

punishable by a fine not to exceed $1,000.00 or conﬁnement in _]all for a term not to exceed 180

THEREFORE the April 3, 2020 Order of County Judge Stovall and the Commissioners -
v Court Disaster Resolutlon are AMENDED as follows, pursuant to Texas Government Code
Sectlon 418.108: s

1. -That a local state of dtsaster Sfor public health emergency is in ejfect for Hunt Coum:v,
Texas, pursuant to section 418.108 (a) of the Texas Governmeit Code, and to the extent
- applicable under current State law the Hunt County Emergency Management Plan has
been-activated and is in effect. :
2. Effective tmmedtately, and continuing until 11:59 p. m. on-April 30, 2020:

(a) All individuals currently living within Hunt County are ordered to- shelter -at
their place of residence and, except where necessary.to provide or ‘obtain-
Essential Services (as defined in paragraph 3 hereinbelow), minimize. social
gatherings and minimize in person contact with people who are not in the same.
household. For the purposes of this Order, residences include hotels, motels,
shared rentals, and similar facilities. To the extent individuals are using shared -
or outdoor spaces, they must at all times as reasonably as possible maintain
social distancing of at least six feet from any other’ person when they are outside
their residence. All persons may. leave their residences to prov1de or obtam
Essential Services.

(b) All businesses operating within Hunt County, éxcept businesses prov1d1ng .
Essential Services (as defined in paragraph 3 hereinbelow), are required to
cease all-activities at facilities located within the County. For clarity, businesses
that do not provide Essential Services (as defined in paragraph 3 hereinbelow)
may continue operations consisting exclusively of employees or contractors
performing activities at their own residences (i.e. working from home). -

(¢) In providing or obtaining Essential Services (as defined in paragraph 3
hereinbelow), people and businesses-should follow the guidelines from the
President and the CDC by practicing good hygiene, environmental cleanliness, -
and sanitation, 1mplement1ng the attached Social Distancing Guidelines; which
include maintaining six foot social distancing for both employees: and. the
general public, and working from home if at all poss1ble ]n partzcular all-



-services (mcludmg Essentzal Services). should be provzded through remote
telework from home unless they are Essential Services that cannot be provided
through remote telework.

(d) All public or private gatherings of any number of people occurring outside a
single household or living unit are prohibited, except as otherwise provided
herein. Nothing in this Order proh1b1ts the gatherrng of members ofa household
- or living unit. =

(e) In accordance with the guidelines from the President and the CDC

(1) Restaurants with or without drive-in or drive- -through services and

microbreweries, micro-distilleries, or wineries may only provide take out,
delivery, or drive-through services as allowed by law. The use of drive-

~ through, pickup and/or dehvery optlons for food and drinks is allowed and
‘highly encouraged; '

(i) QGyms, massage establlshments tattoo studros p1ercrng studros

and/or cosmetology studios are not Essentlal Serv1ces and are prohibited

during this time; and
(iii)  -People shall not visit nurs1ng homes state supported 11v1ng centers, -
assisted living facilities, or long-term care facilities unless to prov1de‘

. critical assistance as determined through guidance from the Texas Health

and Human Services Commrssron :

(f) All elective medical, surgical, dental and veterinary procedures are pr0h1b1ted
anywhere -in Hunt County. Hospitals, ambulatory surgery “centers, dental
offices, veterinary offices and other medical facilities are directed to identify: -
procedures that are deemed "elective” by assessing which-procedures can be
postponed or cancelled based on patient risk cons1der1ng the emergency need B
for redirection of resources to COVID-19 response. . ’

(g) Nothing herein prohibits people from providing or accessmg Essentlal Serv1ces
(as defined in paragraph 3 hereinbelow) or engaging in essential daily activities,
such as the following, so long as the necessary precautrons are maintained to
reduce the transmission of COVID-19 and to minimize in-person contact with -
people who are not in the same household:-

To perform tasks essential to their health and safety, or to the health and
safety of their family, household members or pets (for example, obtaining

" medical supplies or medication, visiting a health care professmnal or

To obtain necessary services or stipplies for themselves their fam11y or -

household members, and pets, or to deliver those services or supplies to

others (for example, food, pet supply; and any other household consumer

To engage in outdoor activity, provided: that: (a) the 1nd1v1duals comply-
with social distancing requirements of six feet (for example, walking,

_ biking, hrklng, running, fishing of hunting) and (b) any equipment.touched
by more than one person (i.e., rental golf carts) must be fully samtlzed after
" -each user comes into contact thh the equipment.

- 5. Grocery stores, supermarkets, warehouse stores, hospltals and medical fac1ht1es are
experiencing high levels of demand for a large number of products, requiring more

 of Texas cities and local associations have implémented restrictions. on delivery hours to

_ stores to mitigate truck noise and traffic. Due to the need to deliver products as quickly and
~ efficiently as poss1b1e during this ‘critical timeframe,- th1s Order ‘héreby suspends all




delivery hour restrictions for transport to or from any entity 1nvolved in the selhng or- - - A

distribution’of food products, medicine, or medical supphes in Hunt County for the next
60 days. , :
Due to increased demand for bath or toilet tissue resulting from stock up buy1ng and

individuals who purchase for resale, a mandatory limit ontoilet paper sales is instituted

until the supply chain meets the demand or two weeks, whichever comes first. All sales of
bath or toilet tissue occurring in Hunt County are-limited to the greater of: (a) twelve (12)

rolls per purchase or (b) one (1) package per purchase.

Due to the public health emergency, the Office of the Hunt County Judge hereby advises

the Hunt County Justices of the Peace to suspend eviction hearings and writs of possession .

~ for at least the next 60 days to prevent renters from being displaced. Because the
Courthouse is.closed for all non-esseritial business, no foreclosure sales may:! take place on’

the Courthouse property until after April 30, 2020.

If someone in a household has tested positive for COVID-19, that person and all members
of the household are ordered to isolate at home. Members of the household may not go to
work, school, or any other community function until: (1) all membersof the: household -
have been fully recovered for at least 14 days; and (2) all individuals who tested positive

“of COVID-19 have been cleared in writing to return to work or other actrvrtres outsrde the

home by a physician or the Hunt County Health Department.
In accordance with guldelmes from the President and the CDC, schools shall remain

- temporarily closed to in-person classroom atter_ldance and- shall not recom_mence before
- May 4, 2020. Public and private schools and institutions of higher education are instructed -

This Order shall be effective until 11:59 p.m. on Apr11 30, 2020, or untrl it 1s either
rescinded, superseded, or amended pursuant to applicable law.

The County must promptly provide copies of this Order by posting on the Hunt County
website. In addition, the owner, manager, or operator of any facility that is hkely to be

r 1mpacted by this Order is strongly encouraged to post a copy of this Order onsite and to
~ * provide a copy to any member of the public asking for a copy. :

To the extent that any subsection, sentence, clause; phrase or word of this Order conflicts

with an Executive Order issued by the Governor of Texas, the Executive Order controls. -
If any subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or word of this Order or any apphcatron of it to

any person, structure, gathering, or circumstance is held to be in conflict with an'Executive’
Order issued by the Texas Govertior, or held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a decision
of a court of competent jurisdiction, then such conflict -or decision-will not affect the-
validity of the remaining portions or applications of this Order. = . B o
Pursuant to section 418. 108 (¢) of the Government. Code, this declaration of a local state
of disaster for public health emergency shall be given prompt and general publicity and - -
shall be filed promptly with the County Clerk. :

6) Health Care Settings: Avoid as possnble, protect the vulnerable

Long-term care fa0111t1es should have a.COVID-19 plan in: accordance w1th CDC or state

Long-term care facilities should restrict all visitation except for certa1n compassionate .
care situations, such as end of life situations. :

The general public stiould avoid going to medical settings such as hosp1tals nursmg
homes and long-term care facilities, even if you are not ill. '

If you are ill, call your health care prov1der ahead of time, and you may be-able to be
served by phone

Do not visit emergency rooms unless it is essential.

- The best way for all Hunt County residents to reduce their. r1sk of getting 51ck as w1th seasonal
colds or the flu, still applies to prevent COVID-19: -

Wash hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds _
Cough or sneeze into your elbow or a tissue. Throw the tissue in the trash
Stay home if you are sick.

‘Avoid touching your face.

Try alternatives to shaking hands like-an elbow bump or wave.

If you have recently returned from a country, state or region with ongomg COVID 19
