The unworn declaration, including the date of birth and address of the signatory replaced the notary
requirement that applied to contracts entered into before January 1, 2018.

The change in the law applies to contracts entered into, renewed, or amended on or after January 1, 2018.
The unwom declaration, including the date of birth and address of the signatory replaced the notary
requirement that applied to contracts entered into before January 1, 2018.
