All 
Work Orders are subject to the terms of this Agreement unless otherwise specified in a given Work Order. 

The Client agree to provide written approval of Work Order(s) and workplan(s) prior to BKD proceeding 
to deliver the Work. Delays in approval could result in delays in the provision of services provided in 
connection with the Work and, in tum, project delays.
